     SPRING HAS FINALLY ARRIVED! 

 

 

It officially arrived on March 20th; however, the spring weather arrived this week.  Hopefully we are 

finished with the cold.  It’s April.  We finally got our taxes done last week.  Hopefully you have                    

finished your taxes and are either have or are anticipating a refund or like me waiting until April 

17th to mail in the dreaded tax payment.  God is good.  If I’m paying, that means I had more income 

than I anticipated and Uncle Sam wants his cut.   

For those of you getting sizable refunds don’t let it get away.  Remember to stick with your written 

plan for that money.  You have been waiting for the last six months so don’t blow it.  Check out the 

February and March GTAHs for my suggested list of ways to use that refund.  Here is just a couple 

more:   

1. Pay that credit card bill you just made while on spring break with your family.   

2. Pay off that relative you have owed for a few years.  This should greatly improve               

family relationships. 

We have finished the first quarter of the year.  It’s time to get a copy of your credit report.  Go to 

www.annualcreditreport.com to obtain a truly free copy.  You can’t go to the same company from 

which you got the first one.  Remember, only one free report per agency.  The companies are Equifax, 

Experian, and TransUnion. Check each item to see if the report is accurate.  If there are any                      

discrepancies, follow the instructions contained with the report to file a dispute.   

Don’t pay for your credit score.  Most banks and credit unions have begun to provide it for free.  The 

next time you log in to your account, look for an icon or note to see what your score is.  If the number 

is below 700, set a goal to get it up.  Don’t ignore it.  Low scores cost you money.  It determines the 

interest rate you pay for your home, car, how much you pay for insurance, whether you will be able 

to rent an apartment or house, and in some cases whether you will be able to get that job you want. 

 

*** SCAM ALERT ***  

 

 Don’t get scammed by “credit doctors”.  The only way to permanently fix your score is to get 

      inaccurate information off and to pay your bills on time.   
 

 The IRS does not accept payment of overdue taxes via money card.  They have started using third  

party collection agencies, but they will always send you numerous letters first.  They will not 

threaten to have you arrested if you don’t run out and buy a Walmart card.  Hang up and call the 

police.  Be sure to write down the phone number they called you from.
